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The Elections Finances Act sats out specific raquiraments regarding the lending and transfer of money fo candidates
and constituency arganizations. A censtituency association may enly lend money to its nominatad candidate or its
registered political party, All loans, including a line of credit and financial Institution averdraft, must be In writing
whera the amount is set, including the annual rate of retum and tha term of the loan.

As listed abova, the Libera| Constituancy Asscciation agrees to loan the candidate’s campaign, the amount of

Terms:

The Ioan is due upon close of the election candidacy and campaign period which ls noermally two months following the

polling day, or Electlon Day. Statements ara then normaily filed to Elections Manitoba two months following the end
of the candidacy and campaign period. :

The Manitoba Liberal Party agrees te asslgn the full amount of the loan as part of the election reimbursement
provided that the constituency association does not agree to allow the loan is reported as a transfer. An

accompanying letter of the Manitoba Liberal Party's intent will be submitted with the loan agreement, signed by the
party's chief financial officer.

If somecne other than the debtor makes a payment on the loan to the candidate, the payment will be deemed a
contribution, and thus will be reported as one.

If after twelve months this loan or any portion of this loan remains unpaid, it is deemed a transfer from the
constituency association. If the campaign should be inellgible for a rabats or should the rebata not cover the full
amount, tha loan or any portion of it will be deemed a transfer from the constitusncy association.

Loan proceeds must be deposited into the candidate's campaign financial institution account.

Where a ioan or balance of a loan remains outstanding at the end of tha fiscal year and Is In excess of $250 the
candidate must report the balance within 30 days of the end of the year to Elections Manitoba.

A copy of this loan agreement must be filed with Elections MB as soon as it Is signed.
