VOTERS ENCOURAGED TO REGISTER 

  
A provincial byelection has been called for voters in the St. Boniface electoral division to choose a 
new MLA. 
 
Voter Information Card (VIC) 
Voters on the preliminary voters list for the St. Boniface byelection will be sent Voter Information 
Cards (VICs). The purpose of the VIC is to let voters know about the upcoming election, confirm 
that they are registered to vote, and provide information on where and when to vote. All 
individual VICs for one household are packaged together in one envelope. 
 
Eligible voters in St. Boniface are encouraged to contact the returning office if: 

 They have not received a VIC 
 Their name and/or address is incorrect on the VIC 
 There are voters in the household who did not receive a VIC, for example new Canadian 

citizens or 18-year-olds 
 

Voter eligibility 
To be eligible to vote, individuals must: 

 Be Canadian citizens 
 Be at least 18 years old on election day 
 Have lived in Manitoba for at least six months immediately before election day 
 Live in the St. Boniface electoral division 

 
Register to Vote 
Voters wishing to register must be prepared to show ID, either one piece of government-issued 
photo ID, or two other pieces. For a complete list of acceptable ID, visit: 
http://www.electionsmanitoba.ca/en/Voting/IDRequirements. Voters may register at the 
returning office or at their home, by appointment. The returning office is open daily from 8:00 am 
to 8:00 pm. Sunday hours for the returning office are noon to 6:00 pm.  
 
Once registered, voters’ names will be added to the voters list for St. Boniface. The deadline to 
register or update information is Thursday, June 28.  
 
Eligible voters in the St. Boniface electoral division who have not registered may still vote if they 
take an oath and show their ID at the voting place.
